1 Special Needs room with portable bedding
With portable bedding the family rooms have a capacity of 14 - 15 people

Check-in: Families with children may check-in at 4:00pm daily
Single men and single women may check-in at 5:00pm daily

Length of stay: Families can stay for 7 nights, Single adults can stay 4 nights. Stays can be extended if
developing an Individual Case Plan w/ guidance of Guest Coach

Meals: Breakfast on the go! Just like most families where everyone has a place to bell
Evening: Food provided & prepared by local area church members, community members, businesses
call for details on how to get involved

Services: Emergency shelter in clean dry bed and safe, secure and uplifting environment;

Case Manager- work w/ guests to identify what they require to transition out of
homelessness; Referrals for services, physical & mental healthcare, education, employment, etc
